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Arlington Police Conduct Investigation of Serious Injury Collision 

Arlington, WA – The Arlington Police Department responded to a report of a vehicular 
collision involving a pedestrian in the 19300 block of Smokey Pt. Blvd at approximately 
10:53pm on 11/02/2024. An adult female reportedly walking in the roadway was struck 
by a passing vehicle, resulting in serious injuries. The operator of the involved vehicle 
promptly notified 9-1-1 of the collision and remained on-scene. The involved pedestrian 
received emergency medical treatment and was transported from the scene by the 
North County Regional Fire Authority(NCRFA) Emergency Medical Services(EMS) to 
Providence Hospital located in Everett WA.  

The Washington State Patrol (WSP) Major Accident Investigation Team(MAIT) will lead 
the investigation of the collision incident. The section of roadway from 188th Street to 
204th Street on Smokey Point Boulevard was closed for several hours while the 
investigation was being conducted, and reopened early Sunday morning.
